TEXTS STRATEGICALLY. UNLIKE NARRATIVE TEXTS, NON FICTION RELIES HEAVILY ON STRUCTURAL ELEMENTS TO ORGANIZE
INFORMATION AND GUIDE READERS. THESE WORKSHEETS HELP STUDENTS RECOGNIZE THESE FEATURES, WHICH OFTEN INCLUDE
TITLES, HEADINGS, BOLD OR ITALICIZED WORDS, PHOTOGRAPHS, CHARTS, AND SIDEBARS. (UNDERSTANDING THESE ELEMENTS
BOOSTS READING COMPREHENSION, MAKING IT EASIER FOR STUDENTS TO LOCATE KEY FACTS AND UNDERSTAND THE TEXT'S
OVERALL PURPOSE. MOREOVER, BY PRACTICING WITH WORKSHEETS, LEARNERS BUILD CONFIDENCE IN INDEPENDENTLY ANALYZING
COMPLEX TEXTS, WHICH IS A CRITICAL SKILL IN ACADEMIC AND REAL-WORLD CONTEXTS.

PuUrPose oF TEXT FEATURES IN READING

TEXT FEATURES SERVE AS NAVIGATIONAL TOOLS THAT HIGHLIGHT IMPORTANT INFORMATION AND SUPPORT READERS IN
PREVIEWING AND RECALLING CONTENT. THEY CLARIFY THE ORGANIZATION OF THE MATERIAL, EMPHASIZE SIGNIFICANT POINTS, AND
PROVIDE VISUAL CUES THAT COMPLEMENT THE WRITTEN CONTENT. W ORKSHEETS THAT FOCUS ON THESE FEATURES TRAIN
STUDENTS TO USE THEM AS AIDS IN COMPREHENSION RATHER THAN OBSTACLES, ENABLING MORE EFFICIENT AND EFFECTIVE
READING STRATEGIES.

ComMMoN NonN FicTioN TeEXT FEATURES INCLUDED IN \W ORKSHEETS

\X/ ORKSHEETS DEDICATED TO NON FICTION TEXT FEATURES TYPICALLY COVER A VARIETY OF STANDARD ELEMENTS FOUND IN
INFORMATIONAL TEXTS. FAMILIARITY WITH THESE FEATURES HELPS STUDENTS ANTICIPATE THE STRUCTURE AND PURPOSE OF THE
CONTENT THEY ARE READING. THE MOST FREQUENTLY INCLUDED FEATURES IN THESE WORKSHEETS ARE:

* HEADINGS AND SUBHEADINGS: INDICATE SECTIONS AND ORGANIZE CONTENT INTO MANAGEABLE PARTS.

o CAPTIONS: DESCRIBE IMAGES, PHOTOGRAPHS, OR ILLUSTRATIONS TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL CONTEXT.



GLOSSARY: DEFINES SPECIALIZED OR DIFFICULT TERMS FOUND IN THE TEXT.

INDEX: LISTS TOPICS AND PAGE NUMBERS FOR QUICK REFERENCE.

TABLE OF CONTENTS: OFFERS AN OVERVIEW OF THE TEXT'S STRUCTURE AND MAIN TOPICS.

* DIAGRAMS AND CHARTS: PRESENT DATA VISUALLY TO SUPPORT THE TEXT.

BoLDb or ITALICIZED W ORDS: HIGHLIGHT KEY VOCABULARY OR CONCEPTS.

SIDEBARS: PROVIDE SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION RELATED TO THE MAIN TEXT.

UNDERSTANDING EACH FEATURE’S ROLE

EACH TEXT FEATURE FULFILLS A SPECIFIC FUNCTION. FOR INSTANCE, HEADINGS SIGNAL TOPIC SHIFTS WHICH HELP READERS
ORGANIZE INFORMATION MENTALLY, WHILE GLOSSARIES CLARIFY TERMINOLOGY THAT MIGHT OTHERWISE IMPEDE UNDERSTANDING.
DIAGRAMS AND CHARTS TRANSLATE COMPLEX DATA INTO VISUAL FORMATS, ENHANCING RETENTION AND ENGAGEMENT.

\X/ ORKSHEETS THAT INCLUDE EXERCISES IDENTIFYING AND INTERPRETING THESE FEATURES ENABLE COMPREHENSIVE LITERACY
DEVELOPMENT BY REINFORCING THESE ROLES.

How 1o Use A NoN FicTIoN TexT FEATURES W ORKSHEET EFFECTIVELY

MAXIMIZING THE EDUCATIONAL VALUE OF NON FICTION TEXT FEATURES WORKSHEETS REQUIRES PURPOSEFUL IMPLEMENTATION
WITHIN READING INSTRUCTION. EDUCATORS SHOULD INTRODUCE THE CONCEPT OF TEXT FEATURES EXPLICITLY BEFORE ASSIGNING
WORKSHEET ACTIVITIES. GUIDED DISCUSSIONS ABOUT WHY AUTHORS USE THESE FEATURES CAN DEEPEN STUDENTS’
APPRECIATION AND ANALYTICAL SKILLS. ADDITIONALLY, PAIRING WORKSHEETS WITH ACTUAL NON FICTION TEXTS ALLOWS
LEARNERS TO APPLY THEIR KNOWLEDGE IN AUTHENTIC READING SITUATIONS.

STeP-BY-STEP APPROACH TO W ORKSHEET ACTIVITIES

1. REVIEWING COMMON TEXT FEATURES WITH EXAMPLES.

3. ANSWERING COMPREHENSION QUESTIONS THAT REQUIRE USING TEXT FEATURES TO FIND ANSWERS.

4. ENCOURAGING STUDENTS TO CREATE THEIR OWN NON FICTION PASSAGES INCORPORATING VARIOUS FEATURES.

5. DISCUSSING HOW THESE ELEMENTS AFFECT UNDERSTANDING AND ENGAGEMENT.

BENEFITS OF INCORPORATING TEXT FEATURES IN READING INSTRUCTION

INTEGRATING NON FICTION TEXT FEATURES WORKSHEETS INTO LITERACY PROGRAMS YIELDS SIGNIFICANT BENEFITS. STUDENTS
IMPROVE THEIR ABILITY TO NAVIGATE INFORMATIONAL TEXTS, A SKILL CRITICAL FOR SUCCESS ACROSS DISCIPLINES INCLUDING
SCIENCE, SOCIAL STUDIES, AND TECHNICAL SUBJECTS. THESE WORKSHEETS PROMOTE ACTIVE READING BY ENCOURAGING

SUPPORTING DIVERSE LEARNERS

TEXT FEATURES ALSO AID DIVERSE LEARNERS, INCLUDING ENGLISH LANGUAGE LEARNERS AND STUDENTS WITH READING
DIFFICULTIES. VISUAL AND ORGANIZATIONAL CUES REDUCE COGNITIVE LOAD AND PROVIDE MULTIPLE PATHWAYS TO
UNDERSTANDING. W/ ORKSHEETS DESIGNED WITH CLEAR, SCAFFOLDED TASKS CAN ADDRESS VARYING PROFICIENCY LEVELS, MAKING
THEM VERSATILE TOOLS IN DIFFERENTIATED INSTRUCTION.

ExXAMPLES OF ACTIVITIES AND EXERCISES IN \W/ ORKSHEETS

NON FICTION TEXT FEATURES WORKSHEETS OFTEN INCLUDE A RANGE OF INTERACTIVE ACTIVITIES DESIGNED TO ENGAGE

MuLTIPLE CHOICE QUESTIONS: ASSESS RECOGNITION AND UNDERSTANDING OF TEXT FEATURES.

FILL-IN-THE-BLANKS: USE GLOSSARIES OR INDEXES TO COMPLETE MISSING INFORMATION.

SoRrTING TASKS: CATEGORIZE FEATURES BASED ON THEIR FUNCTIONS OR LOCATIONS WITHIN A TEXT.

CREATIVE WRITING PROMPTS: ENCOURAGE STUDENTS TO WRITE SHORT INFORMATIONAL TEXTS INCORPORATING
SPECIFIC FEATURES.

HIGHLIGHTING KEY INFORMATION, ORGANIZING CONTENT, AND AIDING IN THE INTERPRETATION OF DATA AND CONCEPTS.

FEATURES WORKSHEET?

TYPICAL TEXT FEATURES INCLUDE TITLES, HEADINGS, SUBHEADINGS, CAPTIONS, BOLD OR ITALICIZED WORDS, TABLES OF



CONTENTS, INDEXES, GLOSSARIES, DIAGRAMS, CHARTS, GRAPHS, BULLET POINTS, AND SIDEBARS.

How CAN TEACHERS USE NON FICTION TEXT FEATURES WORKSHEETS IN THE

TEACHERS CAN USE THESE WORKSHEETS TO INTRODUCE OR REINFORCE THE CONCEPT OF TEXT FEATURES, PRACTICE IDENTIFYING
