THe core THEMES of “Never CRY WoLF” INCLUDE:

1. THe DANGERS OF DECEIT: THE BOY'S LIES NOT ONLY ENDANGER HIS FLOCK BUT ALSO UNDERMINE HIS CREDIBILITY. W/HEN HE

ONCE LOST.

4. THe CONSEQUENCES OF ATTENTION-SEEKING BEHAVIOR: THE BOY’S DESIRE FOR ATTENTION LEADS TO HIS DOWNFALL,
SHOWCASING HOW SEEKING VALIDATION THROUGH DISHONEST MEANS CAN HAVE SERIOUS REPERCUSSIONS.

CHARACTER ANALYSIS

UNDERSTANDING THE CHARACTERS IN “NEVER CRY W OLF” HELPS TO DEEPEN THE COMPREHENSION OF THE STORY'S MESSAGE.
THE MAIN CHARACTERS INCLUDE:

- THE BoY: THE PROTAGONIST WHOSE ACTIONS DRIVE THE PLOT. HIS IMMATURITY AND NEED FOR ATTENTION LEAD HIM TO MAKE
POOR CHOICES.

- THE VILLAGERS: REPRESENT THE COMMUNITY THAT ULTIMATELY LEARNS THE IMPORTANCE OF DISCERNING TRUTH FROM
FALSEHOOD. THEIR REACTION TO THE BOY'S CRIES REFLECTS HOW TRUST IS BUILT AND DESTROYED.

- THE WOLF: SYMBOLIZES THE REAL DANGERS THAT CAN ARISE FROM NEGLECT AND IRRESPONSIBILITY. THE WOLF IS NOT JUST A
PHYSICAL THREAT BUT ALSO REPRESENTS THE CONSEQUENCES OF THE BOY'S EARLIER LIES.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS FOR “NeVER CRY W/ oOLF” \W ORKSHEETS

\W/HEN WORKING ON A WORKSHEET RELATED To “Never CRY \X/OLF,” STUDENTS MAY ENCOUNTER VARIOUS TYPES OF

ARE COMMON TYPES OF QUESTIONS AND SUGGESTED ANSWERS.

1. COMPREHENSION QQUESTIONS

- QUESTIONI W/HAT DOES THE BOY DO TO GET ATTENTION?
- ANSWER: THE BOY FALSELY CRIES OUT THAT A WOLF IS ATTACKING HIS SHEEP, SEEKING THE VILLAGERS' HELP AND
ATTENTION.

- QUESTIONI W/HAT HAPPENS WHEN A REAL WOLF APPEARS?

- ANSWER: WHEN THE WOLF ACTUALLY COMES, THE BOY CRIES OUT FOR HELP, BUT THE VILLAGERS DO NOT BELIEVE HIM DUE
TO HIS PREVIOUS LIES, LEADING TO THE LOSS OF HIS SHEEP.

2. ANALYSIS QUESTIONS

- QUESTIONI \WHAT IS THE MORAL OF THE STORY?
- ANSWER: THE MORAL OF THE STORY IS THAT LYING CAN HAVE SERIOUS CONSEQUENCES, AND ONCE TRUST IS BROKEN, IT IS
DIFFICULT TO REPAIR.

- QUESTIONI How DOES THE BOY’S BEHAVIOR CHANGE THROUGHOUT THE STORY?

- ANSWER: |NITIALLY, THE BOY IS PLAYFUL AND IRRESPONSIBLE, BUT AFTER THE WOLF’S ATTACK, HE LEARNS A HARSH LESSON
ABOUT THE IMPORTANCE OF HONESTY AND RESPONSIBILITY.

3. CRITICAL THINKING QUESTIONS

- QUESTIONZ How MIGHT THE STORY CHANGE IF THE BOY HAD BEEN TRUTHFUL FROM THE START?

- ANSWER: |F THE BOY HAD BEEN HONEST, HE WOULD HAVE BUILT TRUST WITH THE VILLAGERS, AND THEY WOULD HAVE
RESPONDED TO HIS CALLS FOR HELP WHEN THE WOLF ACTUALLY APPEARED, POTENTIALLY SAVING HIS SHEEP.

- QUESTIONZ IN WHAT WAYS CAN THE THEMES OF THIS FABLE APPLY TO MODERN LIFE?

- ANSWER: THE THEMES OF HONESTY AND RESPONSIBILITY ARE STILL RELEVANT TODAY, AS THEY REMIND US THAT DECEIT CAN
RUIN RELATIONSHIPS AND THAT OUR ACTIONS HAVE CONSEQUENCES.

2. |IDENTIFY Key THEMES: FOCUS ON THE MAIN MESSAGES OF THE STORY. W/HAT LESSONS ARE BEING CONVEYED?

3. CHARACTER REFLECTION: CONSIDER THE MOTIVATIONS AND GROWTH OF THE CHARACTERS. HOW DO THEIR ACTIONS
AFFECT THE STORY'S OUTCOME?

4. UsEe EVIDENCE: W/HEN ANSWERING QUESTIONS, SUPPORT YOUR RESPONSES WITH EXAMPLES AND QUOTES FROM THE
TEXT.

5. Discuss wITH Peers: COLLABORATE WITH CLASSMATES TO GAIN DIFFERENT PERSPECTIVES ON THE STORY AND ITS
THEMES.
