1. WHo 1S ODYSSEUS, AND WHAT ARE HIS DEFINING TRAITS?

3. How DOES PENELOPE DEMONSTRATE LOYALTY THROUGHOUT THE POEM?

PENELOPE, ODYSSEUS'S WIFE, EXEMPLIFIES LOYALTY THROUGHOUT HIS LONG ABSENCE. HER ACTIONS INCLUDE:

- CUNNING AND PATIENCE: SHE DEVISES A CLEVER RUSE TO DELAY REMARRYING BY WEAVING A TAPESTRY AND CLAIMING SHE
WILL CHOOSE A SUITOR ONCE IT IS COMPLETE, ONLY TO UNWEAVE IT EACH NIGHT.

HER INTELLIGENCE AND CAUTION.

4. WHAT IS THE SIGNIFICANCE OF ODYSSEUS'S JOURNEY HOME?

ODYSSEUSISJOURNEY HOME IS MULTI-FACETED, SYMBOLIZING:

6. WHAT LESSONS CAN WE LEARN FROM ODYSSEUS'S EXPERIENCES?

ODYSSEUS’S EXPERIENCES IMPART SEVERAL VALUABLE LESSONS:

- THE IMPORTANCE OF WIspoM: ODYSSEUS OFTEN SUCCEEDS NOT THROUGH BRUTE STRENGTH BUT THROUGH INTELLIGENCE AND
